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1. Immunization: All services as per the National Immunization Schedule 
1. Nutrition: All services as provided by the government 
1. Community Based-Integrated Management of Childhood Illness: All services as provided by the government
1. Newborn care: All services as provided by the government
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1. Family Planning: All services as provided by the government (Implant dipo, pills, etc)
1. Safe motherhood  and Newborn Health: Antenatal Care (ANC), Postnatal Care (PNC), birthing centre 
1. Female Community Health Volunteer (FCHV): 1 FCHV in each ward and 9 FCHVs in each VDC as allocated by government of Nepal; mainly responsible for health care awareness and for increasing the accessibility and efficiency of the health post at each VDC
1. Demography and Reproductive Health Research: No any research conducted yet
1. Adolescent Sexual and Reproductive Health Research: Awareness only on contact with health care workers
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1. Malaria: No signs, symptoms or cases
1. Kala-azar:  No signs, symptoms or cases
1. Lymphatic Filariasis (LF): No signs, symptoms or cases
1. Dengue: No signs, symptoms or cases
1. Zoonoses: Some cases present
1. Epidemiology and Outbreak management system: No any system regarding this
1. Disaster Management: Done programs regarding sanitation with partnership with NGO
1. Tuberculosis: 2-3 cases under treatment
